 In this additional position the overseas trainee will be responsible for:

1. Assist Wednesday morning bone marrow biopsies outpatient list and inpatient bone marrow biopsies as needed.

2. Learn to assess and report blood films and bone marrow aspirate.

3. Participate for one clinic a week on Tuesday in the activities of the Clinical Research Unit (CRU), including recruitment and monitoring of participants. Be accredited in GCP (Good Clinical Practice) Guidelines. Sign on as Associate Investigator for trials relevant to outpatient care as directed by CRU Director.

4. Participate in two - three general Haematology outpatient clinics each week.

5. Throughout the week share responsibilities in taking all general haematology queries (from switch and the hospital) from 8:30am-5pm (but not lab or coagulation queries). 
6. Share responsibility to provide initial phone advice, such as investigations required, when triaging consults. See urgent/complex consults which require advanced trainee input. 
7. Share responsibility to provide consultation support for the Basic Physician Trainee in the Ground East Ambulatory care – transfusion and chemotherapy service.
8. Participate in all the Department activities including ward rounds, grand rounds presentations and teaching activities.

9. Present at least two x 30min talks at the Departmental 8am Thursday meeting or outside hospital meeting.
10. Participate in malignant Multi-Disciplinary Team meetings, including presenting at least 3 cases during each three-month term.
11. Participate in all Quality activities and aim to perform one quality activity in this period (i.e. audit)

12. Aim to complete one research project for the year
